Mr. Bishwa Prakash Poudel, Company Secretary, informed the Meeting that the notice
convening the 47" Annual General Meeting was first published on December 17, 2025 (Poush
2, 2082) and a second notice was published on December 23, 2025 (Poush 8, 2082) in Naya
Patrika, a national dally newspaper.

He further stated that the notice, together with the Company’s Annual Report, was dispatched
via courier to all shareholders at their respective addresses as recorded in the Company’s
Shareholder Register. The notice and Annual Report were also made available on the
Company’s official website, www.bnl.com.np.

In addition, he informed the Meeting that, for the first time, a QR code was published along
with the notice in the newspaper, enabling shareholders to conveniently download the digital
version of the Annual Report on their devices.

The Company Secretary confirmed that the quorum requirement for the Meeting was duly met.
A total of 29 shareholders, including proxies and authorized representatives, were present. The
shareholders present represented the total number of shares: 1,505,309 representing 77.24%
of the Company’s total issued shares of 1,948,887 Units.

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The Shareholders present confirmed that the 47 Annual General Meeting of the Company is
being convened in compliance with the provisions of the Companies Act 2063(2006) and
Articles of Association of the Company.
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The Company Secretary Mr. Bishwa Prakash Poudel informed that the Meeting is in pursuance
to Section 74 of the Companies Act, 2063 read with Article 13(c) of Articles of Association of
the Company, Mr. Narmadeshwar Narayan Singh, Chairperson of the Board, shall chair the 47*
Annual General Meeting of the Company.
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Mr. Narmadeshwar Narayan Singh, Chairperson, after ascertaining the requisite quorum being
present, called the Meeting to order.
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The Chairperson welcomed all the distinguished shareholders, guests and employees to the
47 Annual General Meeting of the Company. He thanked all the shareholders for participating
in this 47" Annual General Meeting of the Company.
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7. Chairperson’s Speech
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Mr. Singh delivered his speech as mentioned in 47" Annual Report and reflected upon the Company’s
satisfactory performance despite the local challenges as well as global economic crisis during the year
2081/82. He briefed the Company's overall performance and activities in FY 2081/82.
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Thereafter the Chairperson requested the Company Secretary to take up the Agenda Item(s) one by
one.
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8. Discussion and Decision

The Company Secretary Mr. Bishwa Prakash Poudel requested Shareholders present, in person, to put
forward any queries and suggestions on the Annual Report and the proposed agenda item.
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e Thereafter, Shareholder Mr. Chandra Das Tuladhar addressed the Chairman and the Board of
Directors and proceeded to raise his queries and suggestions, as follows:
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He noted that under the current management, the Marketing Department has been offering
various promotional schemes, through which shareholders also receive Coca-Cola products
from time to time. In this context, he inquired whether the Company could consider providing
gift items—such as bottled or canned Coca-Cola products—instead of the regular bottled
variants like Coca-Cola and Fanta, stating that canned products may be more appealing to
shareholders.He further raised concern regarding dividend distribution, highlighting that not
all shareholders maintain DEMAT accounts and that some continue to hold physical shares.
Accordingly, he asked whether dividend payments to such physical shareholders could be made
through cheque, given their inability to receive dividends through electronic means. He
concluded by placing these matters before the Board for its consideration.
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e Shareholder Mr. Laxman Bahadur Shrestha raised the following queries and suggestions:

He thanked the Board for conducting the Annual General Meeting of the Company within the
time limit prescribed by the Companies Act, 2063. He further requested that the Board
complete the next Annual General Meeting within the first quarter of the year. He expressed
that although no dividend has been declared for the current year, he remains hopeful that
shareholders will receive dividends in the upcoming year. He further inquired about the impact
of the recent Gen Z—led protests on the Company’s operations and requested the Board to
clarify the same. He also thanked the employees for their continuous efforts towards the
betterment of the Company and concluded by wishing the Company continued success and
prosperity.
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e Thereafter, Shareholder Mr. Ashok Sharma addressed the Board of Directors and raised the
following queries and suggestions:
He started by thanking the Board for giving him the opportunity to speak. He stated that the
Company has consistently communicated its intention to make further investments by
launching new products. However, upon reviewing past performance, he observed that several
products previously launched by the Company; such as Apple Fanta, Coke Zero, and Fanta
Lemon have not demonstrated strong market presence or commercial success. He expressed
concern that repeated unsuccessful product launches could result in significant economic
losses to the Company. Accordingly, he suggested that the Company reconsider its approach
to investment in new product launches and emphasized the need for proper market research
and feasibility analysis prior to introducing new products. He concluded by thanking the Board
and management and wishing the Company continued prosperity.
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Board of Director’'s/Management response to the questions raised by the Shareholders:
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Upon the request of the Chairperson, Mr. Bishwa Prakash Poudel, Company Secretary firstly, thanked
all the shareholders for their questions and mentioned that he has noted all the questions of
shareholders and will try to address all the queries.
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e Mr. Bishwa Prakash Poudel, Company Secretary, addressed the queries raised by the
shareholders. Regarding the query relating to dividend payment 10 physical shareholders, he
informed the Meeting that the Company has taken note of the concern raised. He explained
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that pursuant to the Companies Act, 2063, there exists a provision relating to the Investor
Protection Fund, under which any dividend amount remaining unclaimed for a period
exceeding five (5) years is required to be transferred to the Investor Protection Fund. However,
he clarified that where the dividend amount of physical shareholders has not exceeded the
five-year unclaimed period, the Company shall, after discussion with RTS and subject to system
feasibility, explore the possibility of introducing a mechanism for dividend payment through
cheque. He assured the shareholders that the matter would be looked into seriously by the
Company. Regarding the query relating to conducting the Annual General Meeting atan earlier
date, Mr. Poudel stated that the Company is consistently making efforts to convene the AGM
at the earliest possible time. He further clarified that if the Company’s financial statements are
finalized earlier, the Company shall endeavor to conduct the AGM correspondingly earlier in
the year.
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e Thereafter, Mr. Ajay Chanbasappa Konale, Managing Director, responded to the queries
relating to unsuccessful product launches and future investment in new products. He stated
that as a leader in the non-alcoholic ready-to-drink beverage category, the Company has a
responsibility to innovate and experiment. He explained that while some product launches
prove successful, others provide valuable learnings. He highlighted that Coke Zero has been
highly successful and that the Company remains very optimistic about its future. He further
informed the shareholders that Sprite Zero has been recently introduced and is witnessing
good market reaction, indicating high potential. He acknowledged that some other products
have not performed as expected; however, the Company learns from such experiences and
continues to move forward. He emphasized that experimentation is an essential part of
leadership in the industry and assured the shareholders that the Company would continue to
improve and introduce products based on market needs.
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e Subsequently, Mr. Redwin A. Duay, Chief Finance Officer, addressed the query relating to loans
and the cash flow position of the Company. He clarified that although the Company has made
new investments which it intends to retain within the business, it is not heavily dependent on
loans. He stated that the Company is in a sound cash position. He further clarified that the only
loan taken by the Company relates to tax deposits associated with BNTL. He also informed the
Meeting that the Company is operating under a positive overdraft position, which reflects that
the Company’s cash flow remains healthy.
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Then, Company Secretary Mr. Bishwa Prakash poudel further informed that he had tried to address all
the concerns raised by the Shareholders, and in case of any further queries, such constructive queries
and concerns are always welcome for discussion with the management team of the company.
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Thereafter, the Company Secretary requested to take up the agenda.
